
EQUIPMENT LEASE


1. DESCRIPTION OF PARTIES AND PROPERTY LEASED
This Agreement is made on the 2 March 2010 by and between  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Gulf Coast Equine & Pet Center, LLC ("Lessor") leases to John Doe ("Lessee") and Lessee leases from Lessor, a 2008 CM Dakota 2Horse Slant Trailer 14X6 VIN # 49THB142381088373.

2. RENTAL TERMS
A.
The term of this lease shall be daily, commencing on 3/2/2010 12:26:55 PM. 
B.
Lessee shall lease the Equipment for:

____ Full Day (8:00 am to 5:00 pm) for $55.00 per day

____ Early Half Day (8:00 am to 12:00 pm) for $35.00 per half day

____ Late Half Day (12:00 pm to 5:00 pm) for $35.00 per half day

(If Lessee takes possession before 12:00 PM. then a full day will apply.  If Lessee returns the equipment after the deadline for Full Day, Early Half Day or Late Half Day an additional half day charge will be applied.)

C.
A deposit of $50.00 will be due at the signing of the lease.   The deposit shall be returned to Lessee provided the Equipment is returned in clean and damage free as stated on the Safety and Hook-up Procedures / Inspection Report.

D.
Lessee may lease the Equipment for any lawful purpose as permitted under the Texas Penal Code and may not use the Equipment for any purpose which is deemed illegal.  Lessee  shall exercise due care in the use and maintenance of the leased Equipment, keeping it in good repair and in a condition equivalent in all respects to that in which it was received by lessee, normal wear and tear excepted.

E.
Lessee may not assign this lease or sublet the Equipment.

F.
Lessee shall return the Equipment to Lessor in good repair, ordinary wear and tear resulting from proper use of the property excepted.

G.
The Lessee shall indemnify Lessor against, and hold Lessor harmless from, all claims, actions, proceedings, damages, and liabilities, including attorneys' fees, arising from or connected with Lessee's possession, use, and return of the Equipment.

H.
This lease shall be governed by the laws of the State of Texas.

I. Any dispute, controversy, difference or claim arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, or the breach, termination or validity thereof, which cannot be amicably resolved by the parties within thirty (30) calendar days after receipt by a party of written notice from any other party to this Agreement that such a dispute, controversy, difference or claim exists, shall first be referred to mediation.  In the event the dispute is not resolved through mediation, the dispute shall be submitted and settled by final and binding arbitration conducted in Houston, Texas in accordance with the Commercial Arbitration Rules of the American Arbitration Association (the Rules) within thirty (30) days of the failure to resolve the dispute, controversy, difference or claim. The prevailing party shall be awarded all costs and attorneys fees incurred provided that party fully participated in the mediation.
_______  Lessee acknowledges that Lessor is not responsible for any damage arising in conjunction with the Lessee's  use of the Equipment.  Lessee shall remain liable for any damage arising from Lessee's use of the Equipment.

SAFETY & HOOK – UP PROCEDURES

(Performed by Lessee)

Prior to hook-up, check hitch on tow vehicle.

A. Check for loose bolts, attaching pins, ect.

B. Check ball for proper torque and size to match trailer coupler.

C. Check cross pin and safety pin.

Check electrical connector plug on vehicle.

A. Visually check for loose or frayed wires hanging from plug and where connected to tow vehicle wiring.

B. Using test light or test stand, check for electric current in plug at the proper pin location in the plug (see attachement).

Hook trailer to tow vehicle.

A. Verify coupler securely attached to ball and insert safety pin.

B. Attach safety chains to tow vehicle.

Check trailer for proper towing attitude.  A loaded or unloaded trailer must be towed with a positive hitch height for a safe towing.  When the hook-up is slightly higher compared to the leveling of the trailer, a smoother performance is given.

Connect electrical plug, check lights by verifying on trailer as follows:

A. Marker light (running lights)

B. Turn signals (Right and Left)

C. Brake lights

Check all tires for proper inflation 50 psi (cold tire pressure)

The weight of the cargo should never exceed 4,190 lbs
Check all gates and latches.  Gates must be closed and latched during towing

This is intended to aid in safe towing and does not intend/nor claim to address all issues of safe towing that may occur.
